This deliverable is a public report detailititge activitiesimplemented in PrimeFish to raise
awareness on the project through communication, dissemination, and the participation of
stakeholders.

to enhance their business models. The SME, Kontali from the outset of PrimeFish was considered
the ideal partner who would eventualsjpmmercialise the PrimeDSS tools. SYN (leader of WP6)
was closely engaged with Kontali to ensure that the PrimeDSS tools developed went some way
G2 YSSOUAYy3a GKSAN o0dzaiySaa Y2RSt NBIlj dANBYSYy (ao
offices in Norway ah at various PrimeFish meetings to ensure that the development of the
PrimeDSS was on track to be commercialised by them.
